Obviously ill at ease, she made little attempt to relate with the other children 
or the , and sulked after we left, finally asking why she had to move 
fxom La Preference where she had settled eo happily. 

I explained that I understood how she felt but would like her to give the proposed 
move a fair trial, for she �~�a�s� bound to feel very strange at first. Afte r we 
returned to La Preference �~� had a talk with , who told me her version 
of a conversation with abotit moving, which was somewhat different from the 
girl's own story. 

We agreed that although a slow introduction seemed desirable,any lengthy delay caulc 
create problems,for  will put down her roots and be reluctant toface a new 
situation. On the other hand, the child may genuinely find the close-knit family 
life of the Family Group Home more than she can tolerate and this would be 
disastrous for all concerned. 

Arranged to take for a second visit to the Family Group Home next week.
